SECOND COLLECTION (February 17/18):  The Black and 
Indian Mission collection is scheduled during the first 
weekend of Lent.  The proceeds of this collection are 
distributed as grants to dioceses to help support and 
strengthen the evangelization programs in Black, American 
Indian, Eskimo, and Aleut communities in the U.S.   
 

About the Cover – Pictured is the icon “written” in 2006 of 
the Baptism of the Lord and found in the baptistery area of 
St. Patrick Church.  Icons, originating in Eastern Christianity, 
depict not so much a historical event as they enable the 
viewer by means of contemplation to enter into the mystery 
that they depict.  Matthew, Mark, and Luke record the 
baptism of the Lord and it is alluded to in the Gospel of John.  
In this icon, John the Baptist is depicted in camel’s hair 
clothing baptizing Jesus.  Near John is the ax and tree - 
Luke 3:9.  Jesus is stripped of clothing but also of his divinity 
in coming as a man.  The servant angels are holding Jesus’ 
clothing.  Two water creatures are dividing the waters of the 
Jordan River in opposite directions - read Ps. 113.  The 
baptism of Jesus has two aspects – revealed is that there 
are three Persons in one God.  “Our God, the Trinity, has 
this day revealed himself to us indivisibly, for the Father bore 
witness to his parenthood with manifest testimony, the Spirit 
descended from the heavens like a dove, and the Son 
bowed his most pure head to the Forerunner and was 
baptized.”  The second aspect is that washings established 
by the prophets have reached their perfection in Christ Jesus 
who has founded the sacrament of baptism.  Over the 
course of time, as an outgrowth of our 150

th
 anniversary 

year, we hope to feature other artistic and devotional works 
within the church that give us a foretaste of heaven.

LENT is an important season in the Church’s liturgical year. It is 

a 40-day period of fasting, abstinence and repentance that 
begins on Ash Wednesday. No meat is eaten on Ash 
Wednesday, Fridays during Lent, and Good Friday. The season 
culminates with the liturgies of Holy Week, which recall the 
passion and death of Jesus Christ. Purple is used for vestments 
and altar cloths during Lent. At Mass, the Gloria is omitted and 
the word “alleluia” is not said or sung. 
The Word Among us books are located at each entrance of the 
church to help us in our daily meditations during Lent.  Please 
feel free to pick up a copy.   
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
